


Admission to Shoreside is at the sole discretion of the management, who reserves
the right to accept or refuse any admission without explanation or reason.

All guests entering Shoreside and using its facilities do so at their own risk.
Neither Jumeirah Beach Club LLC or Jumeirah International LLC (collectively
the “Company”) its officers, employees or other representatives accepts
responsibility or liability for any loss, injury or damage of any nature
whatsoever and howsoever arising out of or in connection with the use by a
guest of Shoreside or its facilities (unless caused by the Company (or the
Company’s employees’) negligence). Lifeguards are on duty during beach
opening hours which are between 10.00 am and sunset.

Swimming is not permitted outside of beach opening hours.

Please swim between the flags situated along the shoreline. Life jackets are
available at the Water Sports Centre. For your safety, please follow the
instruction of lifeguards at all times.

Guests are advised not to leave valuables unattended.

Junior guests below the age of fourteen years are not allowed access to
Shoreside without being accompanied by an adult of 18 years or over. The
adult must stay within Shoreside for the duration of the junior guest’s visit
and is responsible for the behaviour of the junior guest.

Only food and beverages purchased at Shoreside may be consumed within
the premises. Glass is not permitted on the beach.

The reserving of sun loungers is not permitted and if left for more than one
hour will result in them being released for other guests.
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Use of sound equipment, such as radios and CD players, will not be allowed
within Shoreside unless used with headphones.

Games or activities which disturb other guests or may be dangerous such as
bikes, skate boards and skates are not permitted.

Water sports equipment should only be used in the designated area, as
informed by the water sports instructor. A buoyancy jacket should be worn at
all times.

By hiring water sports or other equipment (collectively the “Equipment”), the
guest agrees to assume all liability for damage to the Company's property or
for any other loss arising out of or in connection with the guest's use of the
Equipment (unless caused by the Company (or the Company’s employees’)
negligence).

Guests are asked to dress appropriately when using Shoreside. In respect for
the local culture, appropriate swimwear must be worn. Guests may be asked
to leave if attire is not considered suitable in the sole discretion of the
Company .

Pets are not permitted within any part of Shoreside.

Failure to adhere to these Rules & Regulations may result in the Company
asking the Guest to leave.
